Online System Helps Residents Keep Track of Valuables

reportit.leadsonline.com® helps Albuquerque citizens safely and securely

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Albuquerque Police Department encourages all residents to use a free online system that will help keep track of

valuable --- and invaluable --- personal property. Reportlt is a free, secure online service allowing citizens to
record serial numbers and upload images for phones, electronics, and other valuables. Should those items ever
be stolen, Albuquerque Police Department says having the information will go a long way in accurately and
quickly identifying your property. Citizens can access the site at reportit.leadsonline.com.

The Reportlt service is a part of LeadsOnline®, the online system that works with police across the country to
track and recover stolen property. The Albuquerque Police Department uses LeadsOnline to help track and
recover stolen property ---- everything from jewelry to sporting equipment to electronics, computers, cameras,
and other items such as designer clothing, collectibles, and other items with invaluable personal worth. The
system allows detectives to search for the items using a variety of parameters, including item descriptions and
serial numbers. When an item is sold to a pawn or secondhand shop, the product information is entered in the
LeadsOnline database and is immediately viewable by participating law enforcement agencies across the
country.

Having lived in the Heritage Hills
neighborhood for 34 years, perhaps it means more to me than to some others. My family chose
this neighborhood because it was well located within the City, had well designed City and Utility
services, and was connected to the best schools available at that time. We stayed because we felt
comfortable with our neighbors. Not everyone has the time to do lengthy tasks for their
neighborhood, but some I regard as “heroes” do go out of their way. People like Mike Helton
who began the Heritage Hills Safety Patrol 13 years ago. And Leona Schwartzberg who not only
served on the HHNA Board for many years, but spent extensive time working with the city on the
La Cueva Sector Development Plan which really helps us deal with the irritating interface
between Residential and Commercial properties. And Jim Myers who has been the only
“registered” Block Captain for Neighborhood Watch in our neighborhood — a job he held for
years.
